‘he findings from the above parts should help establish a frame-work, giving indicia for
sgimes governing New International Economic Order (NIEO), deepsea miining and transfer
f technology regime based on international social justice norms. A comprehensive treatment
f the provisions in UNCLOS III, part XI and annexurc III governing deep sea mining in the
\rea (i.e. the seabed and the ocean floor beyond the national jurisdiction), shall be made in
his thesis. The notion of Common Heritage of Mankind defying any claims by individuals
r individual states' sovereignty on the Area resources merit a detailed analysis. After an
xxamination of the scientific aspects of exploration and exploitation of the resources of the
Area and their economic advantages/ disadvantages, this part shall attempt to discuss the
feasibility of sharing profits based on standards of international social justice, as enunciated
n the doctrine of common heritage of mankind (CHM).

A comparative analysis will be made on the mechanisms of transfer of technology according
to Paris and Berne Conventions under the aegis of World Intellectual Property Organization
(WIPO), and the marine technology provisions under the UNCLOS III.

ese global considerations of the NIEQO, transfer of technology and the deep sea mining
rovisions will be applied in the context of South Asia. The concluding notes of the thesis is
recapitulation of the previous ch“pbters, hihglighting the need for cooperation, friendhiness and
uilding up of trust as required by the UN Charter, which are essential for realisitic
