HOW TO USE E-JOURNALS
Introduction

This leaflet gives you a brief overview of the University of Colombo Library’s electronic information resources and services. Here you can find briefly described the University of Colombo Library databases, to which you have access through the Library web-page (http://www.aubg.bg/library) at all computers in the university premises. Remote access is provided only for the EBSCO, HINARI and JESTOR databases. This sheet explains what e-resources are, and how to access them.

What is an e-resource?

‘E-resource’ (electronic resource) is a general term used to describe any resource which is accessed through the internet. The Library provides access to a variety of e-resources including electronic books (e-books), electronic journals (e-journals) and websites. You will find a wide range of electronic resources in the Library which not only relate to courses run at the university, but also for general interest, including fiction. 

On- Campus and off-campus access

On campus you can use the majority of e-resources without the need for any passwords by clicking the link available in the library web site directly. However, off campus you can use some of e-resources only through usernames and passwords. Details can be personally obtained from the library of the University of Colombo or from this broacher itself. How do I search for journal articles?

A good way of maintaining an awareness of the issues and debates in your field of study is to find out which printed journals are most relevant to you and browse through them each time a new issue is published. However, if you wish to use journals when researching for an assignment your starting point should be a journal database. A journal database is a searchable database of journal articles which allows you to search the contents of many different journals at once. The Library provides access to a number of journal databases through our e-Access Gateway (http://www.lib.cmb.ac.lk/egateway.htm).  Subscribed e-resource databases for the year 2011 are as follows.

	JSTOR
	A full-text database of over 400 journals. JSTOR (Journal Storage Project) is a full text archive of scholarly journal literature. 
Subject areas include: African-American studies, African studies, American Indian studies, Anthropology, Architecture and architectural history, Art and Art History, Asian Studies, Botany, Business, Classical studies, Ecology, Economics, Education, Feminist and women's studies, Film studies, Finance, Folklore, General Science, Geography, History, Language and literature, Latin American studies, Law, Mathematics, Middle East studies, Music, Performing Arts, Philosophy, Political Science, Population Studies, Psychology, Public policy and administration, Religion, Slavic studies, Sociology and Statistics.
	Users can first time create user name and password from any terminal available in the university premises. Thereafter they can use them for accessing the database remotely

	EBSCO HOST
	Major components are Academic Search Premier with over 4,600 full-text journals and Business Source Premier with more than 2,150 full-text journals. Smaller, more specialized full-text databases include Computer Source, Health Business Elite, Health Source Consumer Edition, Health Source Nursing/Academic Edition, the Psychology and Behavioral Sciences Collection, the Religion and Philosophy Collection and the Sociological Collection.
	To access the contents of the journals, users will be required to have a username and a password both provided at the digital library.

	EMERALD
	Emerald contains journals on engineering, general management, human resources, information management, library and information services, marketing, operations and production management, property, quality, training and education. A list is available in the database. The majority of journals are on management and business.
	IP authenticated. Users must access to the database from any terminal available in the university premises.

No remote access facilities are provided.

	HINARI
	Health Inter Network Access to Research Initiative (HINARI) is a collection developed by WHO together with major publishers, to provide informative biomedical and health literature.

	To access the contents of the journals, users will be required to have a username and a password both provided at the digital library.

	Sri Lankan Journals Online (SLJOL) is a database of scholarly journals published in Sri Lanka, covering all the full range of academic disciplines.
	Access is free of charge

	HEIN ONLINE
	Hein Online provides the full text of hundreds of key American, Canadian and international legal periodicals. A variety of legal topics are covered.
	IP authenticated. Users must access to the database from any terminal available in the university premises.
