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ABSTRACT

The majority of the government schools have to face the problems which are inequalize of

distributing the resources and the lack of essential resoruces to give a high quality educaiton.

When learning and teaching process is limited only to the words. The children are unable to get
the learning experience well. The physical resources which are needed to the child should be
supplied to get the learning experience of the student successfully. The quality inputs are
implemented to avoid the distributing of the inequalise resources and to give quality education.
The researcher launched this research to study, how to use the resources which are given by the

government for learning and teaching process.

The aims of the thesis are that to make aware the school internal community about the legal
situation of the quality input process, and it is considered the way of managing by the principals;
observing the way of using the quality input for the process of learning by the students and
teachers. Identify the problems that the schools faced when the quality input is provided or used,

it is observed that the ideas and suggestions to get success of quality input process well is

observed,

This theis is confined to grade 1AB, 1C, and grade 2 sinhala medium schools in the Kurunegala
education zone of the Kurunegala district. Nine schools in this zone were selected as the sample.
The principals, the vice principals, the teachers, the clerks and the students were selected to
gather information using the random sample survey. Information was collected through
questionaires, interviews and observation. Finally the data thus collected were analysed and

interpreted using percentage, tables and Graphs.

It is revealed that the money allocated to these schools is provided in the middle of the year or
end of the year. In addition to that an awareness of the internal community about the quality
input process was in low level and it is visualized that the suppliers who supply the goods that are
not in good quality. It is revealed that the quality inputs which were distributed among the

students in the schools were not sufficient. It shows that the lack of well protected places to keep
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until they were issued and there was not well planned process for the distribution of quality
inputs to the teachers. It makes clear that the use of the quality inputs in the class rooms was at a
low level. It is revealed that the internal and external supervision to check the use of the quality
inputs were not in a proper manner. It shows that the goods were bought without legal tender
notice or under the tender system. Quality inputs should be used efficiently to improve the
quality of education. There is no doubt that the study of the use of quality inputs will be helpful to

the provide resource suppliers who from the resources the schools and all the other related ones.
