Child rights and discipline in school are issues that
are widely discussed in society. Disciplining children as
well as imparting forma education 1s an inescapable
responsibility of the school. Using punishment as a
traditional way of disciplining children is an offence
according to child rights and the law of education. but
school anti-disciplinary activities have gone up. There
15 no definite idea asy to Ehew discipline should be
maintained among the participants of Education. In this
situation, a study has been initiated on “conducting
discipline at school according to the child rights and
punishment regulations”. This research is conducted under
five objectives. They are as follows. Consideration of
anti disciplinary activities at school and the factors
which are connected to it, review of the attitudes of the
principals, teachers, students and resource persons
regarding management of school discipline, reviewing of
the methods adopted by the principals and teachers at
present, against indiciplinary actions, to find out the
difficulties faced by the principals, teachers regarding
management of discipline, finding out whether it is
possible to maintain fair discipline in accordance with
the legal framework. This survey is carried out by
considering 25 schools in the Colombo district, using the
descriptive research methodology. Data collected through

questionnaires, interviews, aptitude scales, direct




indirect observations. Qualitative and quantitative
methods have been used iﬁ analyzing and 1interpretation.
Some of the indiciplinary activities in classroom and
learning are unethical acts, unsuitable uniform,
harassing students by students themselves and love
affairs. The reasons of the are mismanagement of time,
factors related to attendance, being unable to identify
the students, incompetence o©of the principals, low
performance and hereditary factors related to social and
physical environment by and large to indiciplinary
activities in school. The participants of the survey have
expressed their agreement towards punishment. It has been
revealed that largely, simple punishments both physical
and mental as well as rigorous punishment very rarely
have been used while alternative methods have been used
considerably to a certain extent at schools. It is also
reveled; teachers and principals face various problems
officially and ©personally Dbecause of indiciplinary
actions. According to the prevailing social conditions,
It is impossible to maintain discipline according to
child rights and punishment regulations at school level.
In conclusion, we can arriﬁe at the idea of the
difficulty in preparing an active model for school
discipline, by going into the extremes of disciplinary
and non disciplinary actions. In deciding which method
should be implemented in relation to managing discipline
in school without considering the views of one social
group.
