Abstract

Discipliinary problems are not limited to Sri Lankan society only, but to all other
countries. At a time, when there is a downward trend in discipline even in the general society,
schools and higher education institutes are the same. Also via media we hear there is an
increase in disciplinary problems in educational institutes, world over, Therefore it is

necessary to research these aspects.

The disciplinary problems in National Colleges of Education should be very
important because these colleges produce the teachers for educating the future
children.Therefore this research is mainly about discipline issues in National Colleges of

Education.

At present Guidance and Counseling is a subject in syllabus of NCoE, it is important
to check whether it helps to solve the disciplinary problems in NCoEs.What are the problems

these students face and any impovements to this subject to reduce these problems in NCoEs.

In this study, research reports and other related news reports in Sri Lanka and other
countries are reviewed. These data are included in the second chapter of this research
report. In this chapter discussion about disciplinary problems common to any

educational institute and how counseling can help to resolve issues are reviewed.

To do this study, took the consultation of sample groups of lecturers and

students from five NOoEs out of 17 NCoEs in Sri Lanka were selected.

Questionnaire was the main method to gater information. Also gathered
information from interviews and observations. Methods are dicussed in the third

Chapter.
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Data are analyzed in the fourh chapter. Pie charts are included to improve the
analysis. As young students are staying and studying in these colleges, this research
could disclose lot of existing disciplinary problems. One problem is, copying answers
during internal and external examination and also when submitting assignments.
Raging too is a problem in NCoES. There are lot of instances of students action

against the Administration and going out of the premises without permission.

Results and proposals are indicated in fifth chapter. Proposals to improve the
subject Guidance and Counceling with practical component in the NCoE given.
Proposals to make changes in some roles and regulations which give lot of pressure to
students are presented. Also a proposal to have an active Counseling Center in every

NCoE is made.
